competing at Novice or Open level (or equivalent). This seminar is also recommended for more advanced teams 
who need assistance with motivation or foundation training issues. 

 
Excellent Seminar Ð Dogs must have earned at least one Open agility title (or the equivalent). 

 
Private lessons Ð Dogs may be training at any level, so long as they are safe with people and other dogs.
